Amendment to School Holiday Arrangements School 
Session 2021/2022

1. Summary 
 
1.1 The Education and Children’s Services Policy Board is asked to approve the 

amendment to the pattern of school holiday arrangements for the school session 
2021/2022.  This follows the announcement by both the UK and Scottish 
Governments that an additional public holiday will be granted in 2022 to create a 
four-day weekend to celebrate the Queen’s Platinum Jubilee, in the first weekend of 
June 2022.

3. Background 
 

3.1. A Royal Proclamation was issued by HM the Queen announcing that the late Spring 
bank holiday on Monday, 30 May 2022 would move to Thursday, 2 June 2022 and 
an additional bank holiday had been granted on Friday, 3 June 2022.  These 
changes would facilitate celebrations to mark HM the Queen’s 70th anniversary as 
monarch, her Platinum Jubilee. 
 

3.2. It is proposed that the school holidays for School Session 2021/2022 are amended to 
reflect these changes, that an additional holiday on Friday, 3 June 2022 be 
approved, and the public holiday on Monday 30 May 2022 be moved to Thursday, 2 
June 2022.  The Scottish Government has adopted this approach and it also reflects 
the arrangements that were put in place to celebrate the Diamond Jubilee in 2012. 
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3.3. The appendix to this report reflects these changes and details the holidays as 
Thursday 2 June 2022 and Friday 3 June 2022.
